Program Description:  Grants to support classroom projects, curriculum, or professional development that align with the intent of the program.

Program Intent:  a) To help prepare students to interact and succeed in a globally interconnected and culturally diverse world, b) to enrich classroom curriculum across content areas to reflect a global perspective, and c) to address global issues and ethics.

Program Specifics:

· Any MCCSC teacher, principal, or administrator may apply.  Students may submit requests if they have a faculty sponsor to serve as the program advisor.

· Grant Amounts Available This Year:  $250 to $10,000+

· How to Apply:  Starting this fall, all grants must be submitted via our online submission portal. Visit www.mccsfoundation.org to apply online or to obtain a grant application.

     Deadline for submission is October 3 and February 6  
Eligible Expenses:  

· Curriculum or curriculum development

· Materials and supplies for classroom projects

· Cross cultural experiences (including distance learning)

· Professional development including travel expenses
· Field Trips (excluding travel expenses)

· Technology or software, including distance learning
· Extracurricular activities with a curricular focus
· Other expenses that align with the intent of the initiative.

Ineligible Expenses:

· Travel related expenses for students
· Meals or other food related purchases
Sample Requests
Classroom & Small Project Mini-Grants
1. Requests to buy or rent curriculum materials such as books, films, lesson plans, culture boxes, etc. to teach about a specific country, culture, world area, language, or global issue/trend/topic.

2. Payments for international speakers, experts, authors, artists or musicians to make classroom visits.

3. Requests for payment of Global Leap fees, for students to connect to a class somewhere around the world via videoconferencing.

4. Global library materials such as books, poster, or culture series. 

5. International folk music instruments.

6. Global artifact collections.

7. Teacher attendance of a workshop, institute, or conference which focuses on a global issue or topic.

Multi-Classroom, School & System Grants

1. Purchase of videoconferencing equipment for a school to gain videoconferencing capabilities. 

2. Larger purchases of curriculum materials.

3. Renting of a floor map from National Geographic for students to walk on and learn about.
